CAMP EAGLE HILL: CLOTHING LIST

The following is a complete list of articles that we find to be essential in a camp setting. This is a guide and should be used as such!
Laundry is done once each week with a few days lapsing between the pickup of laundry and the return of clean clothing. The
following list outlines a supply of clothing needed for camp and details the amount of clothing that a camper should bring to camp for
any of our camp sessions.

To prevent loss, each article should be marked carefully with your child's name! If buying luggage for camp, we prefer that you
purchase and use duffel bags rather than trunks. A duplicate key should be sent along with your child for all trunks and duffel bags.
Please discuss with your child/children the contents of their luggage so that they can readily identify clothing and other items that
belong to them.

Camp Eagle Hill colors are red and white. For special events, we often ask our campers to dress in red and white and therefore we
ask you to include some clothes with our camp colors in mind. We are requiring that each camper bring 3 red Camp T-shirts, 2 ash
grey Camp T-shirts, 1 grey or white logoed Long Sleeve T-Shirt and a camp sweatshirt with them to camp. These items must be
purchased directly from our camp supplier, the CLOZ COMPANY [www.cloz.com](see their clothing catalog). The use of
these items will help us to identify our campers during camp trips and games with other camps.

(4) Expensive Items (ie: Radio Boxes, TVs, DVD Players) (9) Cellular Phones/Beepers/Pagers/Walkie Talkies
(5) Large Musical Instruments (drums, ampliphiers, etc.) (10) Cardboard/Plastic Shelving Systems, Milk Crates for Storag
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
